US 101 exit Las Virgenes Cyn 
Rd/Malibu Creek Rd. Go north 
on Las Virgenes Cyn 2 miles 
until road ends. Park along 
street.
Ahmanson Ranch 
(Reservations Only) US 101 
exit Las Virgenes Cyn Rd/Mal-
ibu Creek Rd. Go north on Las 
Virgenes Cyn Turn left onto 
Grummer Cyn Rd.
